Caravan Waste dispersal facility (dump site) - These sites are 

more in demand now with caravans equipped with shower 

and toilets and it has been suggested the need is developing 

in Murrabit.  MAA has received a reply from Lower Murray 

Water setting out some details and costs.  This info will now 

be passed on to the Rec committee where caravan park facili-

ties already exist. 

The MAA has been contacted by the public relations officer 

from CFA Swan Hill seeking assistance in getting info to the 

community on safety and procedures in case of fire.  They will 

attend the next MAA committee meeting along with our local 

CFA officers to explain the issue.  Our communication oppor-

tunities are our Market and of course our newsletter.

The Murrabit Bridge is unique in construction. It was the first 

all steel construction bridge across the Murray between New 

South Wales and Victoria designed to carry both road and rail 

traffic. The bridge consists of two 90 feet (approx.. 28 me-

tres) fixed spans and of one lift span. A novel lifting device 

enabled the bridge to be lifted by a winch in two and a quar-

ter minutes by two men or in five minutes by one man. The 

Murrabit Bridge is a local icon that has served our communi-

ty so well for the past 85 years.

The group held its Annual General Meeting in October. Bruce Anderson, 
author of Ploughshares and Propellers, spoke at the AGM about collecting 
personal stories to compile a history book. This topic was 
of great interest as the group commences the process of 
putting together a history book to document this year‟s 
flood event. 
 

The heritage group consists of 22 members. Over the 
past year, the group has been involved in developing 
heritage signage and plans and specifications for a herit-
age centre, hosting the 85th Anniversary celebrations of 
the Murrabit Bridge and Murrabit School building in July, 
and obtaining funding to enable the flood event of 2011 
to be recorded.
