He has become familiar with the Murrabit 
community and as he works with many groups he was 
very complimentary about the pro-active nature of Murra-
bit. 
Jason spoke of the many assets here as a place to live 
and encouraged us to engage in the promotion of the 
area.  He said the GSC’s year 2025 plan was working on 
the natural assets and what the communities want.  
Greencorp have been engaged to assist communities get 
some local jobs done and give things a lift.  The aim is to 
create “liveable and healthy communities producing pride 
and social connectedness. 
Jason suggested that a package be developed highlight-
ing the local assets that attract people eg. lifestyle, recre-
ation, natural beauty, heritage, etc.  Council is planning 
TV and radio promotion of shire in October and we have 
the opportunity to be part of that. 
The MAA continues to monitor the issue of the buyback 
and is producing correspondence with letters and press 
interviews highlighting the impact the program could 
have on the socio-economic fabric on the greater Murra-
bit area. 
This area is itself is a community tied with a range of ac-

tivities eg. school, sport, business etc. and dependent on 

numbers among other things.  This community is made 

up of many mini communities all with a purpose and the 

usual fraternities and support mechanisms.  We will con-

tinue to represent this aspect of the buyback program.

28 metres) fixed spans and of one 

lift span. A novel lifting device enabled the bridge to be 

lifted by a winch in two and a quarter minutes by two 

men or in five minutes by one man. The Murrabit 

Bridge is a local icon that has served our community so 

well for the past 85 years.

Mentioned in the last segment, was the suggestion to 
have a little local market, goods to be supplied by locals 

and others, of anything that one could spare to put on a 
stall—a pumpkin, a few leaves of silverbeet, some craft-

work, jam, cakes… 
In those days, before enterprise was regulated out of 

existence, there were even short pony rides!  

This first Market took place on Saturday November 19th 
1977. 

The local butcher offered to kill and pack beasts of local 
owners!
